1. Preparation 

• Choose a date & time: February 28th 2026, 8–10 AM. 

• Venue: Church or restaurant with private space. 

• Team roles: 

o Coordinator (overall planning) 

o Kitchen/food team 

o Worship leader (songs/hymns) 

o Speaker/testimony 

o Prayer leader 

 

2. Suggested Schedule (90 minutes) 

Time Activity 

8:00–8:15 Welcome, fellowship, coffee 

8:15–8:30 Opening hymn or chorus, scripture reading 

8:30–9:00 Breakfast served 

9:00–9:20 Guest speaker or testimony (focus on men’s discipleship, service, or missions) 

9:20–9:40 Group prayer (guided or open) 

9:40–9:50 Announcements (upcoming ABMen projects, mission opportunities) 

9:50–10:00 Closing hymn & benediction 

 



3. Key Elements 

• Scripture focus: Choose a passage on fellowship, service, or prayer (e.g., Acts 2:42, 

Philippians 4:6). 

• Music: Simple hymns or chorus everyone knows. 

• Prayer: Include thanksgiving, intercession for community needs, and commitment to 

service. 

• Speaker: Could be a pastor, lay leader, or missionary sharing testimony. 

• Announcements: Tie the breakfast into ABMen initiatives (disaster relief, mission trips, 

local service projects). 

 

4. Practical Tips 

• Keep food simple: eggs, sausage, biscuits, fruit, coffee. 

• Encourage men to invite friends, neighbors, and sons — it’s both outreach and 

fellowship. 

• Provide handouts with scripture, ABMen mission info, and upcoming events. 

• End on time to respect participants’ schedules. 

 

5. Sample Opening 

Leader: Good morning brothers! Welcome to our ABMen Prayer Breakfast. 

Today we gather not only to share a meal, but to strengthen one another 

in faith, fellowship, and service. Let’s begin with Psalm 133:1 — 

“How good and pleasant it is when God’s people live together in unity.” 

 

 

• Pairing each section with a hymn (e.g., “Blest Be the Tie That Binds” after the welcome). 

• Adding a responsive reading before prayer. 

• Using testimonies that connect to assurance and hope — themes you emphasize in your 

teaching.
